Entire cutters (sleeve, nozzle and 
disc) must be sent to Moline for evaluation.  Units 
that are very worn or damaged may not qualify for 
refurbishment. 

3) Cutter Components are Refurbished 
The submitted cutters are cleaned and refurbished.  
Any additional parts that are required, such as new 
stems, will be quoted to you prior to replacement.

4) Refurbished Cutter is Returned to You
Once the cutter has been refurbished, it is returned to 
the customer ready for installation on the depositor.
